If the division between the decision makers and executors exists in the scientific community,
it is a fact of the socioeconomic system and not of the pragmatics of science itself. It is in fact
one of the major obstacles to the imaginative development of the knowledge. The general
question of legitimation becomes: What is the relationship between the anti-model of the
pragmatics of science and society? Is it applicable to the vast clouds of language material
constituting a society? Or is it limited to the game of learning? And if so, what role does it play
with respect to the social bond? Is it an impossible ideal of an open community? Is it an
essential component for the subset of decision makers, who force on society the performance
criterion they reject for themselves? Or, conversely, is it a refusal to cooperate with the
authorities, a move in the direction of counterculture, with the attendant risk that all
possibility for research will be foreclosed due to the lack of funding?
